Toned Card Background

One of my favourite effects is amsking images to create a kind of watermark effect.  This can be done in several different ways but one of the easiest is to simply use a rub-on.

Required – 

· White rub- on.  (It doesn’t have to be white but I found the white comes up better than other colour rub-ons).
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2 or more coloured pigment inks

To create –

1. Apply the rub-on to your cardstock and trim to the size you will be using for your card.  For mine I added a scalloped edge to the bottom.
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2. Apply pigment inks to a tissue or other application surface.  (I find tissues scrunched up the easiest and the cheapest)  Gently rub the inked tissue across the surface, starting with the lightest colour.  Don’t worry about being too precise as its best for the colour to be patchy.  Also don’t worry about the colour rubbing onto the rub-on.  
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3. Finally, use a damp tissue to gently rub any excess ink off of the surface of the  rub-on.  I focused on the centre of my rub-on to get a kind of tonal feel with the ink blending into the rub-on along its sides.
